Tuberculosis (TB) is a disecase caused by TB germs and is usually transmitted by an adult person with active TB lung disease. It is spread to another person by
coughing or sneezing TB germs into the air. These germs may be breathed in by the child. Adults who have active T B disease usually have many of the following
symptoms: cough for more than two weeks duration, loss of appetite, weight loss of ten or more pounds over a short period of time, fever, chills and night sweats.

TB skin testing (often called the PPD or Mantoux test) is used to see if your child has been infected with TB germs. No vaccine is recommended for use in the
United States to prevent tuberculosis.

Entering the application in MEAL APP NOW eliminates lost forms and provides the district
immediate access to your completed application for processing in minutes instead of the ten
days that may be required for paper applications. Paper applications are available upon request
at the Child Nutrition Services Office or at your student’s school office.
